6.FINAL CLAUSES

This Memorandum is enacted after signing by authorized
representatives of all members and is valid for 24 months
with the possibility of prolongation.

All changes and addendums to this Memorandum form its
integral part if they are formulated and signed in writing by
authorized representatives of Coalition members.

Coalition members abide by the Ukrainian legislation when
they conduct an activity to fulfill the Memorandum.

Memorandum is the basis for creating the action plan which
the Parties will follow in order to fulfill the goal and tasks of
this Memorandum.

The Parties recognize and confirm that they will care about
rights and interests of beneficiaries of projects, third parties
with which contracts or agreements will be concluded

in order to fulfill tasks of the Memorandum, projects and
programs; they will strive for joint activity to attain the goal
stipulated in above mentioned documents.

Changes and addendums can be introduced to the
Memorandum on the basis of the written agreement between
Parties. They will be an integral part of the Memorandum. In
order to fulfill the Memorandum, the Parties may conclude
additional agreements aimed at fulfilling above mentioned
tasks.

In order to solve administrative issues related to the joint
activity of Coalition members, financial resources in the
form of membership fees and charity contributions and
other payments allowed by the Ukrainian legislation can be
attracted.

In case of disputes between Parties about conditions of this
Memorandum or actions taken within it, the Parties agree to
undertake any possible efforts, in order to solve disputes or
problems by negotiations, meetings or exchange of letters.

As the witness hereto, the Parties represented by duly
authorized representatives concluded and signed this
Memorandum.
